All of the former Eastern Block countries and among them Poland are facing problems of
excessive morbidity from breast cancer caused by the low awareness of women and on top
of that by a lack of widely addressed screening programs. Screening programs leading to
an early detection of breast cancer that is the most dominant cancer among women will
shortly become a reality, which cannot be avoided by the health authorities both of health
and political reasons.

Screening program introductions, followed by extensive diagnostic and therapeutic
procedures will require educating highly qualified breast imaging specialists. This course is
an initiation of the plan drafted by a group of non-profit and professional organization to
establish specialized background for the future screening and breast diagnostic programs,
based among others on American breast cancer centers experience. These facilities
performed 32 million screening mammographies alone, worth 4.5 billion dollars in the year
2000.

Course Designation

This is the first advanced diagnostic course preparing to
perform breast cancer screening programs in large number
of women in Poland.

The languages of instruction will be English and
Polish. (The organizer will provide cabin interpreters.) This
course is designated either for radiologists reading
mammograms in their everyday practice or those who plan
to devote their time to screening and/or diagnostic
mammography in private or hospital practice

Testing conditions mimic the clinical
setting ie. mammograms, view boxes etc. In addition the
written test questions follow a case management.
Participants are asked to solve problem, make
recommendations and determine follow-up.
Participants will receive individualized score reports
detailing their performance. All results are confidential
and only aggregate data is maintained.
